Engineering, Applied Physics, Mechanical Engineering and Robotics and many others

We set out the Scientific and Technological Committee and within this Committee 
the Consultative and Advisory Group. 
This Group cooperates with a large number of scientists in the country 

The Committee is dealing with the problem of the fu el and energy crisis and 
hazards connected with a global warming.  

Our Committee has already presented to the European  Union two 
Programs for Iowering the greenhouse effect:  

1    Production of synthetic fuels from CO 2 , 
2. Research concerning hazards related to the stora ge of li� uefied CO2 in 

geological deposits.

The Consultative and Advisory Group of the Scientific and Technological 
Committee from Kraków observes with anxiety an increase of global warming 
and helplessness of the United Nations Organisations and the European Union in 
solying this problem. _______________________________________________  

A number of worthless and even senseless programs and projects related to 
diminishing the greenhouse effect have been proposed. One of such programs is the

Industry still emits annually 4 5 billion tonnes of COz into the atmosphere and it is 
assumed, that the emission will increase to 15-18 billion tonnes in the nearest 15-20 
years. This is a way to a total catastrophe of the Earth ecosystem! 

Hazards related to the greenhouse effect together with programs for attenuation of this 
dangerous phenomenon l described in my letter of November 26m 2006, sent to all EU 
Commissioners. 

Nów, we observe with growing anxiety, that the Euro pean Union accepts and 
supports pressing of liquefied COa into deep geological deposits.  

We feel obliged to assess the actMties of the European Union in this field as 
tragically senseless, si� ce the storage of li� uefied COz in geologica
 deposits will form 
a new sphere of hazards for the life on the Earth - this time coming from underneath. 
The agreement of the European Union for this type of operation is really dangerous.

It is generally known, that Mr Commissioner J Potocnik and the European Union, under 
his influence, enthusiastically welcomes the idea of pressing li� uefied COs generated 
by techno
ogical operations into deep geological deposits. This unfortunately means 
that Mr Commissioner J. Potocnik is in favour of th e total catastrophe.

The question 
arises. Why 22 concerns want to press liquefied CO2 into geological deposits? 

The answer is quite simple. Those concerns experience difficulty with the COz 
emission from their technological operations. 

They have just considered that the cheapest way of getting rid with huge 
amounts of carbon dioxide is to press this ga�  into empty geological spaces. Thus, 
instead of financing research related to utilising COz they gain profit from pumping 
this ga�  inside the globe. 

Concerns, which entered the Technology Platform on Zero Emission Fossil Fuel 
Power Plants ar�  only interested in fast profit from pressing carbon dioxide inside 
the Earth concealing simultaneously the truth that such pressing can lead to the 
global catastrophe caused by CO�  emerging to the surface. _________________  

The members of the Advisory Council allege that pre ssing carbon dioxide 
inside the Earth into empty geological spaces is sa fe for humans and for the 
biosphere.  

We ar�  warning: "This statement is a lie!"  

From our multi-plane considerations we know that in future a mass emission of CO2 
stored deep inside geological deposits will occur causing death of humans and 
otherliving organisms. 

Unfortunately many scientists, highly paid by the concerns or even by the European 
Union, accept the idea of pumping carbon dioxide inside geological spaces keeping 
silent on possible tragic effects of such procedur� . 

The storage of huge amounts of liquefied carbon dio xide in geological 
deposits is like a clock bomb with a delayed igniti on.

We should not allow a smali group of businessmen, from large concerns 
cooperating with the Commissioner J Potocnik, who want to earn billions of dollars

You ar�  witnessing the situation, when the Presidents of the largest fuel and power 
engineering concerns became the members of the Advisory Council of the 
Technological Platform on Zero Emission Fossil Fuel Power Plants. The list of names 
can be found in Appendbc 2. 

You ar�  witnessing the fact, that the European Union is accepting the detrimental for 
the humanity program of storing li� uefied carbon dioxide in deep geological deposits. 

In view of an approaching catastrophe in the biosphere we demand from the 
Research Commission directed by Mr Commissioner J Potocnik, financing of 
the scientific research independent of fuel and power engineering concerns - 
related to hazards caused by the COa underground storage. _________________  

We ar�  hereby proposing to Mr Commissioner J Potocnik, for the third time already 
the need of financing the following investigations (in a wider scope): 

"lnvestigations of the state dynamics and the migration  
of carbon dioxide (CO2) stored in geological deposits to the Earth surface 
as well as the hazards for the Earth biosphere caus ed by the process."  

Such research should be performed si� ce the CO2 storage in deep geological 
spaces is accompanied by various phenomena, which cannot be neither predicted 
nor controlled for the safety of human life. 

The CO2 migration towards the earth surface must lead to a catastrophe, death of 
people and other living organisms in the Earth biosphere. 

Out of 21 factors, assumed in the mathematical model of the catastrophe due to the 
COa storage l am listing below only 12: 

COa is a "foreign body" in the exploited geological spaces, 
CC>2 is in a state of chemical activity with the components of surrounding 

deposits, 
COa  is   in  a  state  of an  unstable thermodynamic  e� uilibrium  inside 

geological deposits 
COa is relocating itself on the basis of its own potential energy 
COa is subjected to various forces of adhesion and cohesion, 
COa is subjected to dynamie forces of compression and expansion related 

to tectonic movements 
COa is subjected to multi-directional pressures, 
COa exhibits wedging actions in micro cracks of geological components of

CO2 freshly pumped into empty excavations, cannot be treated in the same 

way as ga�  or crude oil, which were occluded there for 3-6 millions of years 
Temperatures in geological deposits ar�  higher than in the Earth surface appr 

30 m down means a temperatur�  increase by 1°C).  
Geological deposits constitute movable and unforeseeable systems. Geological 

deposits ar�  subjected to mechanical influences of unforeseeable dimensions and 
intensities. 

We ar�  applying to all Ministers of Erwironment Protectio n of the European 
Union and to Commissioners J. Potocnik and Dimas to  stop immediately all 
operations of pumping CO 2 - from land and sea - into the exploited deep 
geological spaces and storing it there.  

We ask:  
What will happen and what should be done in the situation, when millions of 
tonnes of gaseous carbon dioxide start evolving via  micro and macro cracks 
on the Earth surface?  

l am answering:  
Nothing can be done in such situation and there is no rescue. There will be a 
total extermination of humans and animals. They wil l die by suffocation si � ce 
COz is deadly even at Iow concentrations.  

CO2 migration from geological deposits to the Earth surface cannot be prevented or 
stopped 

We would like to emphasize that, until nów nobody has done any examinations of 
mechanical, kinetic, physical and Chemical conditions of the COa storage in relation to 
Chemical, physical and thermodynamic features of liquefied CO2 stored in geological 
deposits of various depths.

Irwestigations mentioned in Paragraph 5 we can perform in our University in 
cooperation with other scientific institutions. 

We ar�  of the opinion that such research should start as soon as possible. 
l would like to remind once mor� , that we sent the proposition of performing such 
irwestigations to Mr Commissioner J Potocnik three month ago However we did not 
get any reply which means that Mr J Potocnik disregards the described hazards for 
the European Union inhabitants. 
Members of numerous organisations of environment protection, with whom we 
cooperate, consider the attitude of Mr J Potocnik as the breach of duty of the 
European Union officer 

There is a justified suspicion that large concerns related to the Advisory 
Council members have an impact on Mr Commissioner J. Potocnik to not 
allow any irwestigations concerning hazards caused by the CO2 storage in 
geological deposits. _____________________________________________  

The proposed by us research is not convenient for the fuel and power 
engineering concerns si� ce it does not ailow to gain immense income from the CO2 
storage in geological deposits. 

Mr Commissioner J Potocnik, 

We ar�  reguesting your personal answer for this letter and the information what kind 
of activity you have undertaken concerning investigations of the future EU safety 
being in jeopardy due to the program of the CÓ2 storage in geological deposits. 

We expect your answer in 14 days from the dat�  of receipt of this letter according 
to the lega
 order of the European Union 

Otherwise l will be forced to start an official procedur�  of lodging complain to the 
European Union authorities and to the European Parliament. This is required by the 
safety of the European Union inhabitants, which we ar�  worried about in connection 
with the carbon dioxide storage in deep geological deposits.

Costs of performing the Program 

"Irwestigations of the state dynamics and the migration 

of carbon dioxide (CO2> stored in geological deposits to the Earth surface 
as well as the hazards for the Earth biosphere caused by the process." 

We ar�  estimating that costs of the research will be approximately 5 million Euro. 
Duration of research - approximately 3 years. 

A methodology to be applied in our irwestigations will be presented when Mr 
Commissioner J Potocnik confirms the readiness for financing our research by the 
EU Preliminarily we would like to inform that seismographic irwestigations ar�  not the 
basie ones. They will be considered as the auxiliary results only 

We have the following proposal for the financing of the Program: 
We suggest that 50% (2.5 million  Euro   of costs should  be borne by the 
Research Commission headed by Mr Commissioner J  Potocnik, while the other 
50%  (2.5 million  Euro) by the concerns from the Advisory Council of the 
Technological  Platform  on  Zero  Emission   Fossil  Fuel  Power Plants   (see 
Appendix 2). 
We would like to suggest that Mr Commissioner J  Potocnik start negotiations 
with the Advisory Council Members of the EU on bearing the costs of research 
and invite the Companies to participate in the Program.

We would like to inform that pressing of liquefied CC-2 into deep geological 
spaces is needless si� ce we predict utilising this ga�  for the synthetic fuels 
production. 

Appendix 4 

The proposal of starting technological investigations concerning the synthetic fuels 
production from COa was presented by us to the E U already twice, but unfortunately 
we did not get any answer until today 

The 
� ck of interest in the development of the method of using carbon dioxide for the 
synthetic fuels production    from the side of Mr Commissioner J  Potocnik means, 
that h�  supports the unfortunate idea of pressing CO2 inside our globe. Utilising of 
li� uefied COa in the synthetic fuels production is highly rightful si� ce carbon atoms 
from carbon dioxide will cycle in a closed system without any emission. 

Thus, the name "Zero emission" should be used for this technology (see

9. 
Conclusions.  

1    The COa storage in deep geological deposits should not be undertaken until 
completing the research entitled 

"liwestigations of the state dynamics and the migra tion  
of carbon dioxide (COa) stored in geological deposi ts to the Earth surface  
as well as the hazards for the Earth biosphere caus ed by the process." 

2. The CC>2 storage in geological deposits constitute hazard for life of people, 
animals and vegetation in the Earth biosphere. The main hazard is related 
to unforeseeable emission of gaseous carbon dioxide into the biosphere. 

3. We ar�  of the opinion that the only way to diminish the global warming is 
realisation of the scientific and technological program based on catching 
CC>2 and using carbon atoms from this compound for the synthesis of 
hydrocarbon fuels. This type of research should be financed by the 
European  Union  in  a  priority mod� .  Our University is  ready for the 
realisation of the Program.
